           About temporary leave during the New Year holidays  
 
JAIST had informed you about overseas travel as follows by e-mail on November 11 as a 
prevention measures to the novel coronavirus infection.  

Subject: IMPORTANT About Outbreak of Novel Coronavirus (part 16)   
------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------------- 

Traveling to any Infectious Disease Risk Level 3 country is prohibited.  
Please do not travel to countries or areas designated as Infectious Disease Risk Level   
2 unless it is unnecessary and urgent.  

 
Check the Infectious Disease Risk Level issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs

Therefore, please refrain from temporary leaving to Level 2 areas (China, Vietnam, 
Thailand, South Korea, etc.) during the New Year holidays (including Chinese New Year), 
unless it is "unnecessary and urgent".  
* Traveling to any Infectious Disease Risk Level 3 country is prohibited.  
 
However, if you have to leave Japan temporarily or return to a Level 2 area, please  
strictly observe the following points.  
 
(1)Please fill in the attached " Notice of Temporary Leave (Coronavirus infection 
 compatible version)", obtain the signature and seal of your professor, and be sure to 
 submit it to the International Student Section before you leave Japan.  
 
★Currently, Japanese goverment is requesting the following measures for new  

comers  from all countries / regions including cases where it is unavoidable to  



temporarily leave or return for a Level 2 area and re-enter Japan.  
  
You must stay at the designated quarantine place(*) on the day of entering Japan and  
for 14 days from the next day of enter.  

   (*) For homes, hotels booked by yourself, friends' homes, etc.  
  
→During 14-days quarantine period after entering Japan, you must take thorough  

infection control measures by yourself.  
 
   →Facilities with places shared by multiple people, such as toilets and baths, are not  

allowed as quarantine place. Therefore, please check in advance whether toilets and  
baths are equipped in a private room when you book a hotel. And, please note that 
the single room in the student dormitory cannot be used as a quarantine place 
because the bath is shared.  

 
→You are not allowed to go out during 14-days quarantine period. If you plan to stay 

at a hotel, please select the one where convenience store is located within the hotel.  
     If you plan to stay at home or a friend's house, please avoid contact with cohabitants 

as much as possible, and even if contact is unavoidable, take thorough infection 
prevention measures such as wearing a mask and disinfecting hands and fingers.  

 
→You may be asked to change your accommodation if JAIST determines that the   

accommodation is inappropriate.  
  
Do not use public transportation (*) until 14 days have passed from the next day after 

 entry, including transportation from the arrival airport to the quarantine place.  
  (*) Trains, buses, taxis, airplane (domestic flights)  

  
Therefore, you must arrange in advance about " 14-days quarantine place after entering 
Japan " and " Transportation from the airport to the quarantine place (private car, rental 
car, etc.)", and fill that information to  " Notice of Temporary Leave (Coronavirus 
infection compatible version)".  
 
(2)Please check thoroughly for the latest information before you travel for details on 
immigration restrictions and post-entry behavior restrictions set by the country / region 
of your destination by referring to the home pages of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, the  



 local Japanese embassy / consulate, the authorities of each country ,the embassy in 
Tokyo. In addition, be sure to check the latest information on flight schedule.  
 
!!!!Note!!!!  
● Infection with the novel coronavirus is spreading all over the world, and as a    

countermeasure, there are cases of sudden reductions or suspension of flights.  
    As a result, you may not be able to return to Japan on the day you planned to return  

before your departure, which may affect the progress of your research and the  
scheduled time of completion. Even if such a situation occurs, JAIST will not be able  
to take responsibility, so please consider again about your overseas travel under the 
current situation and take action.  

● For reference, the following estimation is the cost of 14-days quarantine place and the 
transportation from arrival airport. It should be noted that there is no financial 
support from JAIST.  
 
   A)In the case of staying at a hotel near the airport  

Approximately 130,000 yen required   
    

  Transportation fee from the airport to the hotel: Approximately 10,000 yen  
(using a chartered hire)  

      Accommodation fee: 
 Approximately 8,000 yen per night x 15 nights = Approximately 120,000 yen 

                    
  

   B) In the case of transporting by hire from the airport to Nomi City(home)  
     Narita, Haneda Airport → Approximately 180,000 yen  
     Kansai International Airport → Approximately 100,000 yen
