However, if there is a need to go abroad temporarily for unavoidable reasons, such as

your family matters, please abide by the principles listed below.

(1) Please check beforehand the Information of the Japanese government and your

home government regarding Immigration restrictions and quarantine measures.

2 Ifthere is a sudden change in immigration restrictions and quarantine measures,
it might affect your completion of study as there might be a possibility that you
cannot come back to Japan as you planned. Therefore, please take careful

considerations regarding the matter.

(2] Submit the following documents to the International Student Section. (Both of the

documents require signature from your own supervisor)

(1)"Notice of Temporary Leave”

(2)"Declaration Form for Traveling Abroad during the Coronavirus Pandemic (Pledge)"

(3] Make sure to book your flight and etc. AFTER you receive a notice from the
International Student Section that your request had been granted by the Dean and
the Trustee of the Educational and Student Affairs. (Do not book your flight before
a notice from the International Students Section, since there is a possibility

that your request might be rejected)

(4) Email the International Student Section (ryugaku@ml.jaist.ac.jp)

right after you decide the date of when you are planning to come

back to Japan.

» Departure details (date, time, and airport name)

» Arrival details (date, time, and airport name)

» Name of your chosen 14 days quarantine place, and its address.
» Means of transportation from airport to place of quarantine

(the use of public transportation is prohibited)

(3%) We strongly recommend you to stay at a hotel near the arrival airport for a
place of quarantine (for 14 days). In that case, please tell the hotel staff beforehand
that you are re-entering Japan after coming from abroad, and you are using the
hotel as a place of quarantine. Also, please note that you have to be responsible for

all the accommodation expenses.

(5) Inform the International Student Section (ryugaku@ml.jaist.ac.jp)

of your physical condition EVERYDAY for 15 days, since the day you re-entered

Japan until your mandatory quarantine is completed.

*Immigration restrictions and quarantine measures change frequently according
to the domestic situation. In order for us to provide you with the latest information,

do not forget to contact the International Student Section (ryugaku@ml.jaist.ac.jp)

before both temporary leave and re-entering process.
